Homework #6: Research your Metro Councilperson
For next week, please find out who your Metro Councilperson is. To do this:

1. Go to www.nashville.gov
2. Click on “Metro Council” at the top left of the page.
3. Then, on the right side of the page, click on “Council District Map”
4. Click on the area of the map that represents the area of Davidson County that you live in. It will enlarge to a map of your district so you can confirm that this is the district you live in. It will also list your City Councilperson at the top of the page, along with her/his e-mail address and a link for more information.

5. If you are unable to tell for sure from the map which district you live in, you can call the Davidson County Election Commission: 862-8800. Give them your address and ask to know who your Metro Councilperson is.
Also, from the Council Home page…
1. Click on “agenda” at the left hand side.

2. This opens up a window in which you can read through all the resolutions and bills which will be considered at the next Metro Council meeting.
