The May flood in the middle Tennessee region was devastating.  The outpouring of help and support nationwide with an incredible volunteer ethic has helped cities, communities, and people slowly rebuild their lives.  The severe flood also affected our communities’ waterways such as the scenic Harpeth River.  These are our natural treasures that are still full of household and woody debris.  HRWA has been able to launch a river flood recovery effort thanks to support from the Tennessee Emergency Response Fund of the Community Foundation of Middle TN and a National Emergency Grant partially managed by Work Force Essentials that funded several clean-up coordinators from July through Thanksgiving.  With this support HRWA has conducted extensive surveys of flood damage in the Harpeth and begun important clean-ups, some of which you may have seen on TV and in the print press.  

But, we need your HELP in order to accomplish our short term clean-up plan through May 2011 to remove the household debris and woody debris that poses flood risks if not tackled.  Here are four ways your business can be a partner with HRWA with our River Restoration and Flood Recovery Program.  We also are developing long-term flood recovery plans with the various community flood recovery teams.  The flood also knocked down much of the trees along the entire Harpeth river that are critical to the river’s health and created large mud slides and bank erosion hot spots.  Re-vegetation and restoration projects are needed to restore the river’s forested corridor that is critical to improve water quality and to prevent loss of property.

Clean-ups and stream restoration projects have real costs in materials.  We welcome in-kind donations or funds for us to purchase what is needed.  Typical clean-up project needs:  bug spray, gloves, bags, muck boots, waders, small jon boats, funds to cover drop-off/pick-up and disposal of dumpsters, and funds to rent canoes.   River restoration Projects needs:  native trees, shrubs, and grasses; dibble bars, cables, coir rolls, cut cedar trees, and other gear and material. 
HRWA is also collaborating with many non-profit entities and local governments to expand waterway flood clean-up needs throughout the affected flood region and line up government funding.  Our efforts with you help prevent future costs by preventing future flood damage both to public infrastructure like bridges and roads and to landowners.  Just one house protected from future flooding with this effort saves an average of $17,500 per house based on the figures from Metro Nashville.  Preventing property loss from bank erosion and improving water quality for drinking water and wildlife are other significant cost savings.
