Homework #7: Research your State Legislators
For next week, please find out who your Representative and Senator are to the Tennessee State Legislature. To view the map of state House and Senate districts:

1. Go to www.tennessee.gov
2. Click on “Government” in the blue bar at the top.

3. Under the listing for “State,” click “Elected Officials”

4. Then, under “Tennessee State Senate” and “Tennessee House of Representatives” you can click on “Who Is My State Senator” and “Who Is My State Representative” to search by county. When you click Davidson County, it will show you a color-coded map to identify which district you live in. You can click directly on the map, over your district, and you’ll be taken to a bio page on your Senator and House Rep.

5. If you are unable to tell for sure from the map which district you live in, you can call the Davidson County Election Commission: 862-8800. Give them your address and ask to know which state senate and house districts you live in.

Take a few minutes to read through the bio pages on your state House Rep and Senator. What party do they belong to? What committees are they on? Are they involved in any community groups or have they received any awards that give you a sense of their priority issues or political leanings?
If you do a “google” search on your state legislators (first and last name, plus the word “Tennessee”), you may be able to come up with more information on them, through newspaper articles or organizational websites. For example, what pieces of legislation has this person sponsored? What issues have they taken up? Have they given press conferences on any specific issues?

Note: If you don’t have access to the internet at home or at work, you can use the public computers at the Nashville public library to do this research, or you can contact Jen (321-9066) to arrange a time to do this research on the computers at the Nashville Peace and Justice Center.
