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TICUA Highlights

Participation:

Enroliment by Headcount

e In fall 2006, TICUA member institutions enrolled about one-quarter (24%) of the students at-
tending college in Tennessee.

e From fall 2005 to fall 2006, enroliment at TICUA member campuses increased 3% (from
62,651 to 64,556) to an all-time record high.

e Females comprise nearly 60% of the total enroliment at TICUA member colleges and universi-
ties.

e Minority students compose of nearly one-quarter (23%) of the undergraduate students attend-
ing TICUA member colleges and universities.

e Infall 2006, 55% of students attending TICUA member institutions were Tennessee residents,
while 45% were from other states and countries.

e TICUA member colleges enroll students from every county in the state.

Enroliment by Full-time Equivalency (FTE)

e Fall 2006 FTE enroliment was 59,753 — up nearly 3% from the previous year and an all-time
high for TICUA member campuses.

Affordability:

Grant Aid

e Institutional aid accounts for nearly three-quarters (73%) of all grant aid given to students at-
tending private colleges and universities, followed by 15% from the state, and 12% from the
federal government.

Tennessee Educational Lottery Scholarship Award (TELS)

e In 2006-07, more than 8,700 students attending TICUA institutions received the TELS award.

e TICUA students from every county in the state but one (Clay) received the TELS award.

Tennessee Student Assistance Award (TSAA)

e In 2006-07, more than 3,500 students attending TICUA member campuses received the
TSAA. The per-student average yearly award amount is $4,300.

Federal Pell Grant

e In 2006-07, nearly one-quarter of all undergraduate students (12,431) attending TICUA mem-
ber campuses received the Federal Pell Grant award. The per-student average yearly award
amount totals over $3,000.

Tuition and Fees

e In 2006-07, tuition and fees at TICUA four-year member colleges and universities averaged
28% less than the national average ($15,956 compared to $22,218).

Completion:

e Tennessee’s independent colleges have higher graduation rates for their students compared
to the state’s public universities.

e TICUA member campuses award more masters, doctoral, and professional degrees than any
other higher education sector in the state.

e In 2005-06, our colleges and universities graduated more than 3,000 business and manage-
ment leaders, 2,200 educators, and 1,700 health care professionals.
