In addition to the application, several other forms must be returned to the Admissions Office 
before the application process is complete. 
 
K4 - K5 One (1) student recommendation must be completed and mailed directly to  
  the Admissions Office by a play school teacher, daycare worker, Sunday school  
  teacher, or someone other than their parent who has worked with the child. 
 
1 - 12 Three (3) student recommendations must be completed and mailed directly to the 

Admissions Office by the teacher or other school personnel. 
 
K4 - 12 An application fee of $40.00 is required with each application.  This fee is 
  non-refundable and is separate from the tuition fee. 
 
1 - 12  A copy of the applicant’s most recent report card and achievement test   
  scores must be provided. 
 
6 - 12  The student application must be completed by the student in his/her own   
  handwriting. 
 
After all forms are submitted to the Admissions Office the family will be contacted to schedule 
an appointment for student testing. 
 
Applicants will be notified in writing of their acceptance.  The enrollment contract and the 
registration fee  must be returned to the Admissions Office within two weeks of notification of 
acceptance for a position to be held.  All registration fees are non-refundable. 
 
Financial Aid:  Limited financial aid is available based on need and student qualifications.  
Financial Aid packets may be obtained from the Admissions Office during the month of January.  
Completed packets should be sent directly to School and Student Services for Financial Aid in 
Princeton, New Jersey. DCA   works directly with this company in determining the amount of 
financial aid for which a family is qualified.  After reviewing the information, the Financial Aid 
Committee will determine the amount, if any, to be awarded. 
 
It is the policy of Donelson Christian Academy that all students entering K4 must be four years 
of age on or before September 30 of the year they plan to attend.  Likewise, students entering K5 
and first grade must be 5 and 6 respectively on or before September 30 of the year they plan to 
attend.
