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SHAME Continuing from Jan 20
Dir. Steve McQueen / USA /2011 / NC-17 / 95min / 35mm

Brandon (Michael Fassbender) is a New Yorker who shuns intimacy with women but feeds his
desires with a compulsive addiction to sex. When his wayward younger sister (Carey Mulligan)
moves into his apartment stirring painful memories of their shared past, Brandon’s insular life
spirals out of control. The duo of Fassbender and British visual artist/director Steve McQueen
stunned audiences worldwide with the 2008 film HUNGER. Here, they return with another
harrowing portrait of man vs. himself.

IN THE LAND OF BLOOD AND HONEY Opens Fri, Jan 27
Dir. Angelina Jolie / Bosnia/Hungary/USA / 2011 /R / 127min / 35mm

In Serbo-Croatian (BCS) with English subtitles

Set against the backdrop of the Bosnian War that tore the Balkan region apart in the 1990s,

IN THE LAND OF BLOOD AND HONEY tells the story of Danijel and Ajla, two people from different
sides of a brutal ethnic conflict. Danijel, a soldier fighting for the Serbs, and Ajla, a Bosnian held
captive in the camp he oversees, knew each other before the war, and could have found love with
each other. But as the armed conflict takes hold of their lives, their relationship grows darker, their
motives and connection to one another ambiguous, their allegiances uncertain.

A SEPARATION Opens Thu, Feb 10
Dir. Asghar Farhadi / Iran / 2011 / PG-13 / 123min / 35mm

In Farsi with English subtitles

Transcending cultural and religious barriers to present a fascinating portrait of contemporary Iran,
A SEPARATION is a maze of narrative intrigue and complex emotion in which everyone is both
innocent and guilty, depending on where you're standing. On the surface, it's a compelling drama
about the dissolution of a marriage: Simin wants to leave Iran with her husband Nader and
daughter Termeh. Simin sues for divorce when Nader refuses to leave behind his
Alzheimer's-suffering father. As the family is drawn into an unprecedented feud, director Asghar
Farhadi continues his devilishly clever turning of narrative tables, selectively revealing new details
and forcing the viewer to continuously reassess each character.

WE NEED TO TALK ABOUT KEVIN Opens in February
Dir. Lynne Ramsay / UK/ 2011 /R / 112min / 35mm

A suspenseful and gripping psychological thriller, Lynne Ramsay’s WE NEED TO TALK ABOUT
KEVIN explores the factious relationship between a mother and her evil son. Tilda Swinton, in a
bracing tour-de-force performance, plays the mother Eva, who for 15 years must content with the
increasing malevolence of her first-born child Kevin (Ezra Miller). Based on the best-selling novel
of the same name, the film explores the concept of nature vs. nurture on a whole new level as Eva's
own culpability is contrasted with the innate dark intent of her son. As was evident in her prior films
(RATCATCHER, MORVERN CALLAR), Ramsay's masterful storytelling simultaneously combines a
provocative moral ambiguity with a satisfying and compelling narrative, which builds to a chilling,
unforgettable climax.

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WEEKENDS WITH MARILYN

JANUARY / FEBRUARY 2012

Though she’s never really left us, Norma Jean Baker (aka Marilyn Monroe) is now back in the spotlight these days
with the new picture MY WEEK WITH MARILYN. That makes it an ideal time to take a look back at some of the
blonde bombshell’s most enduring film work. Though Monroe was dismissed in her day as a pretty face without
the acting chops to prove it, it's worth pointing out that she’d already appeared in 10 of her 33 films before hitting
upon the stretch of films that would make her a superstar. In this series alone, she works with the likes of directors
Fritz Lang, Otto Preminger, Billy Wilder and John Huston and co-stars alongside Richard Widmark, Barbara
Stanwyk, Robert Mitchum, Eli Wallach, Tony Curtis and Laurence Olivier among others. That’s heady company,
and a fitting tribute to one of the American icons of the silver screen.

THE PRINCE AND THE SHOWGIRL sat-Sun, Feb 4-5

Dir. Laurence Olivier / UK/USA / 1957 / NR / 115min / 35mm

This is the film with the production backstory that's given birth to this year’s Oscar-bait
MY WEEK WITH MARILYN. While visiting London in 1911 to attend the crowning of
King George V, a stuffy Carpathian nobleman (Laurence Olivier, both starring and
directing) surprisingly finds himself attracted to saucy American showgirl Elsie Marina
(Marilyn Monroe) in this bright romantic comedy. But complications and political
intrigue ensue as a plot to topple the Balkan throne comes to light.

SOME LIKE IT HOT sat-Sun, Feb 11-12

Dir. Billy Wilder / USA /1959 / NR / 120min / 35mm

Two jazz musicians (Tony Curtis and Jack Lemmon) on the run after witnessing a murder
take shelter amongst a traveling women’s orchestra. This landmark of drag cinema is
anything but a drag, with great performances all around and the reteaming of Monroe
and director Billy Wilder. The musical numbers swing, the banter is priceless, and
Marilyn (as the exquisite Sugar Kane Kowalczyk) sings “| Wanna Be Loved By You.”
Timeless magic.

THE MISFITS sat-Sun, Feb 18-19

Dir. John Huston / USA /1961 / NR / 124min / 35mm

Arthur Miller's homage to the Old West stars Clark Gable as Gay Langland, an aging
cowboy who works the rodeos with cohorts Guido (Eli Wallach) and Perce (Montgomery
Clift). The trio devise a plan to sell some unruly mustangs for dog food, but Gay's new
girlfriend Roslyn (Marilyn Monroe) objects. Disgusted with the plan, she sets out to free
the captive horses. Both Gable and Monroe make their final film appearances in this
John Huston classic.

MIDNIGHT MOVIES

Dir. Tom Holland / USA / 1985 / R / 106min / New 35mm

High school student Charley Brewster (William Ragsdale) has an unusual problem.
His suave new neighbor Jerry (Chris Sarandon) is actually a bloodthirsty vampire,
and he's got his fangs set on Charley's beloved Amy (Married...With Children’s
Amanda Bearse, in an awesome performance). With this ancient evil closing in,
Charley’s only hope is in his miscreant friend Evil Ed (Stephen Geoffreys in the
apotheosis of 80s best friend roles) and horror host Peter Vincent (the legendary
Roddy McDowall). With stunning practical effects, rivers of gore, and the best
vampire disco seduction scene ever put on film.

THE ROOM
Dir. Tommy Wiseau / USA / 2003 / R / 99min / 35mm Fri-Sat, Feb 17-18 at Midnight
Everything you've heard is true about this unkillable 2003 exorcism of pain, betrayal,

and Quiet Storm lovemaking. Perhaps you've wondered why your friends hurl spoons
to express themselves? Perhaps the word of this sincere and strange flick has been
drifting around and you have an insatiable curiosity about what this global phenom-
enon is? Regardless, this magical and monstrous film waits for you. Come spend some
time in THE ROOM...if you have the emotional fortitude.

Dir. Tim Heidecker & Eric Wareheim / USA /2012 /R / 92min / 35mm

Cult comedy heroes Tim and Eric are given a billion dollars to make a movie, but
squander every dime...and the sinister head of its financier the Schlaaang corpora-
tion (Robert Loggia) is pissed! No longer able to pay their life coach (Zach Galifiana-
kis) for advice, they happen upon a chance to rehabilitate a bankrupt mall full of
vagrants, bizarre stores and a man-eating wolf that stalks the food court. Tim and Eric
see dollar signs—a billion of them. Co-starring John C. Reilly and Will Ferrell and
featuring cameos from Awesome Show regulars and many more.
