The 15th Annual Golf Ball presented by Colliers Turley Martin Tucker will be held at Hillwood Country Club and includes morning and afternoon shotgun starts, breakfast, lunch, and on-course refreshments followed by the “19th Hole” cocktail reception and silent auction.
The mission of RMHC of Nashville is to “keep families close” by providing essential resources and a “home away from home” for families of critically ill children receiving inpatient or outpatient medical care at Nashville area hospitals.  The Nashville Ronald McDonald House is open 24 hours a day, seven days a week and is supported by seven full-time and two part-time staff members and more than 200 active volunteers.  In 2008, the Nashville Ronald McDonald House served 549 families.  Since opening, the Nashville Ronald McDonald House has served more than 10,000 families, including families from all 95 counties in Tennessee, 65 counties in Kentucky, 38 other states and 12 foreign countries.  The Ronald McDonald Family Room, located on the 5th Floor of Monroe Carell, Jr. Children’s Hospital at Vanderbilt, is an extension of our House where families of seriously ill children receiving treatment at the Children’s Hospital can enjoy a quiet respite from corridors and waiting rooms, whether or not they’re staying at the Nashville Ronald McDonald House.  The Family Room has served over 3,600 families (107,000 individuals) since its opening and averages 3,500 visitors per month.
