Income-Based Apartments
Mercury Courts is known as  an SRO (Single Resident Occupancy) apartments.  They are efficiency apartments designed for individuals who are homeless.  Residents of Mercury Courts (100 apartments) share a community kitchen.  All units have their own bathrooms.
1. Call us at 726-2696, ext. 118 to schedule an appointment.  On the day of your appointment, fill out your application.
2.  Meet with one of our leasing consultants and bring the following documents with you:

· photo ID

· proof of all income in the household

· name, address, and fax number of all your household’s employers;  they will verify length of employment and your rate of pay

· if applicable, proof of Social Security/Disability benefits (printout from Social Security office not more than 60 days old)
· if applicable, proof of AFDC income

· if applicable, child support printout

· all other income that any family member receives (they do not accept checks or pay stubs as proof)

· birth certificates for all household members
· Social Security cards for all household members;  Form I-94 or green cards, if born outside the USA
· photo ID for all adults in the household
· if applicable, proof of childcare expenses/daycare receipts
· if applicable, custody papers/verification for all minor children
· recent bank account statements (checking, savings, and other assets)
· homeless verification
· T.B. skin test (no older than 9 months)
3.  If Urban Housing Solutions approves you, MDHA will send you a letter that will tell you when to go to MDHA’s Rental Assistance Office for a briefing, where you will get your voucher.
4.  Bring your voucher to Urban Housing Solutions and sign your Request for Tenancy.  This will allow Section 8 to inspect your apartment.

5.  We will notify you as soon as MDHA tells us that your apartment passed inspection.  Your 1st month’s rent, deposit, and cleaning fee will be due to Urban Housing Solutions at move-in.
