Adult Club Programs

Clubs meeting during our regular weekday
business hours may rent the site for our minimum
group fee of $50. This secures the Gathering
Pavilion for 2 hours. In less clement weather, the
Visitor Center is available for groups of 20 or
less. For an additional $30, clubs may add a
program to their meeting. Choose from an Owl
Program, a Backyard Bird Program, a Bluebird
Program, a Butterfly Program or an All About
Owl's Hill Program. During the Spring Wildflower
season and the Autumn Foliage season, site
tours may be arranged for a per person fee of $7.

Individual photographers and artists with
reservations are welcome during our regular
weekday business hours for a fee of $30.
Sanctuary rules apply. There are no reservations
available after hours or on weekends.

Please discuss your needs with us
in advance.

e We have portable toilets only; they are
located in the orchard and by the barn.
