    Higher Education Law and Policy  
    

 Colleges and universities have traditionally used discipline as a primary tool for managing educational  
 environments.  Since the civil rights era, public and private colleges have largely elected to use legalistic 
 conduct and/or honor codes to enforce campus rules, maintain order, and promote fairness.  Essentially, 
 colleges and universities across the country have student discipline systems that are functioning as “mini-
 court” systems.   Colleges have adopted model codes, proffered by prominent scholars, to develop „legally 
 compliant‟ systems of student management.  Educational discipline has become a stand-alone field in 
 higher education.  How did we get to this place?  Is this way of managing our educational environments 
 working?  In the first chapters of his latest book, Beyond Discipline – Managing the Modern Higher  
 Education Environment, award-winning author and scholar, Professor Peter Lake, explores the role of due 
 process in modern higher education while providing a new vision of the evolution of student discipline.

 The limits of the disciplinary tools we have chosen to implement are becoming manifest.  Legalistic forms of 
 student conduct management are struggling to cope with increasing issues such as hate speech, class
 room disruptions, sexual misconduct, student mental health, etc.  Meeting the needs of a new generation of 
 college students requires new tools and techniques, and a comprehensive, integrated, and educationally-
 based system of process to manage the challenges and opportunities for the modern university. 
 
 Lake will outline a master academic planning process that will improve student satisfaction and increase 
 retention and graduation rates by moving past oppositional legalistic systems of student conduct  
 management.  He will also discuss the value of implementing mentoring systems with a focus on  
 intentionality.  Professor Lake offers a vision for our educational environments that is rich in facilitative,  
 proactive approaches that will benefit students, campus staff, and the entire higher education community 
 while holding true to our core missions, values, and principles.
