 Today’s Valentine’s Day is a commercialized holiday, 
complete with everything from jumbo boxes of candy to heart 
patterned underwear. Modern lovers scramble about during the early 
months of the year, trying to find the perfect gift for that special 
someone in time for the 14th of February. Where did this custom come 
from? Why is this day used to symbolize love above any other day of 
the year? 
 Most sources, like www.stvalentines.net, say the day is named 
for St. Valentine, a Catholic Bishop who lived in third century Rome. 
Claudius, the reigning emperor, believed that young men made less 
effective soldiers once they were married, so he outlawed marriage for 
men of prime fighting age. Valentine soon began to secretly marry the 
young couples who came to him. When this was discovered, Claudius 
sentenced the bishop to death. Imprisoned and awaiting execution, 
Valentine befriended the disabled daughter of his jailer. Shortly before 
his death, he wrote her a letter of thanks for her friendship, signing it 
“Love from your Valentine.” The bishop was executed on the 
February 14th, 269 A.D.  
 Previously, mid February had been designated as the time for 
the celebration of the Roman god of fertility and sensual pleasure, 
Lupercus. During this festival, young men would participate in a 
lottery is which they drew the name of an eligible young woman. This 
woman would be their sexual partner for the coming year. It was 
during the reign of Pope Gelasius that some changes were made to the 
celebration. The Pope wanted to move away form the pagan aspect of 
the lottery while still preserving some form of the yearly tradition.  

 

 

Names of saints were drawn instead of young women and young 
people of both genders were allowed to participate. Now the youth 
were expected to emulate their chosen saint for the rest of the year. 
Obviously, the local young men were not pleased with these changes. 
And other alternatives had to be found. Eventually, the Church decided 
on only one saint to represent the day, Valentine, who had now 
become the patron of lovers. Despite the Pope’s best efforts to bring 
religion to the day, the young people who celebrated it latched on to 
the romantic aspect of Valentine’s life more than his godly devotion.  
 In the intervening centuries, young people began to use the day 
as an opportunity to show affection to a special love, signing 
anonymous notes with Valentine’s name. The first commercialized 
Valentine’s Day cards were sold in the early 1800s, and the money has

The Lesser of Two Evils

 Valentine’s Day is quickly approaching, but 
another annual tradition us just around the corner.  
That’s right, tax day is closer than you think and few 
things can kill the romance quite as quickly as filing 
an income tax return.  Even if you get a refund, it 
only serves as a reminder of exactly how much you are forced to 
contribute to the continuance of the United States government.  But what 
choice do we have?  Surprisingly, there exists another method of taxing 
the population called a Sales Tax. 
 As Tennesseans, we are intimately familiar with paying almost 
10% over the sticker price on practically everything we buy.  The upside 
of course is that we are spared the state income tax which plagues the 
majority of the Union.  The idea of a national sales tax is often heralded 
as a “fair tax” for good reason as everyone has to pay it be they a drug 
dealer, prostitute, or illegal immigrant – people who traditionally don’t 
pay income tax but still shop at Wal-Mart. 
 Another attractive aspect of sales tax replacing income tax is its 
relative simplicity.  In order to file at all, most people have to hire 
professionals to sift through the twisted labyrinth of forms and translate 
the arcane and obscure version of English used in the instructions.  Not 
to mention the bureaucratic behemoth known as the IRS always lurking 
in the shadows threatening to spring an audit on some unsuspecting 
victim.  All of this needless complexity costs untold billions of the very 
tax dollars it is designed to collect.  Ironically, because so many people 
rely on the income tax for their livelihood, it will probably never be 
removed. 
 Some cynical critics (not me for once) claim people will merely 
go from cheating on their income tax to cheating the sales tax.  Granted, 
new regulations would have to be placed on catalog/internet sales, sales 
tax would have to be added to services, and a serious crackdown on 
black-market purchases would have to occur, but at least the mega-
wealthy would not have any legal loopholes to exploit.   
 Critics also accuse a national sales tax of being regressive 
because it would be more burdensome on the poor than on the rich.  
Proponents offer several methods of dealing with this perceived 
inequity.  The most obvious solution would be to provide exemptions for 
necessities such as food and housing thus aiding low income families.  
Another idea is to just refund a percentage of the first $20,000 or so for 
every citizen by sending them a few hundred dollars each quarter.  
People who can afford to spend significantly more than that would 
therefore carry more of the tax burden which would help the poor. 
 Although technically enacted in 1913, the Federal Income Tax 
expanded to the masses to help pay for World War I and we the people 
have graciously been allowed to contribute ever since.  However, it 
should be noted the 16th Amendment merely allows and income tax, it 
does not require one.  Basic economic theory also flies in the face of an 
income tax because it punishes work by taking more for every dollar you 
make while a sales tax punishes spending thereby encouraging saving 
and/or investing, both of which help the economy.  Unfortunately, this 
particular change in policy does not seem likely unless someone like 
Hilary Clinton is elected and gets the chance to add a sales tax to the 
income tax.

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I have taken several classes at Cumberland that were a waste of 
my money and time. I have worked hard both financially and 
academically to afford going to Cumberland and I deserve a return for 
hard work. Most of my classes are challenging and interesting but a 
select few are worthless.

If Cumberland University wants to be a successful 
university, it needs to look like a one. Right now, only Labry and the 
first floor of Memorial Hall are presentable.  

Instead of using resources to build more buildings or partner with 
local private K-12 schools, Cumberland University needs to take a long, 
hard look at itself. Doing endless surveys are not solving the problems at 
Cumberland. Instead, the administration needs to talk to students and be 
more hands-on throughout. Go to some classes, eat in the cafeteria and 
audit some of the classes. I have enjoyed my time at Cumberland and I 
am receiving a solid education and training for my future career. The 
university, though, can do better.

Several years ago, my ex-husband attempted to take legal 
custody of my two children.  The case was being tried by a judge in 
the small town of another state where my ex-husband grew up and his 
family still lived.  At the time, I was unable to find any of the local 
lawyers to represent me. 

So I went to court without any legal representation.  I loved my 
children and knew that they loved me.  I took care of them the best 
way I could, and I knew that I was a good mother.  I thought anyone 
would recognize the truth of that.  When the trial first started, I 
requested to set the trial for another date because I had not yet found 
an attorney. The judge denied my request, however. Up until that 
point, I had never truly experienced real fear. After eight and a half 
hours in court, the judge made his decision to award custody of my 
children to my ex-husband.   

After this, I kept thinking about how helpless I felt during the 
entire process. I was frantic with wanting to understand how the legal 
system worked. I wished that somehow I had the knowledge, or the 
skills that were necessary to resolve the greatest ordeal I had ever had 
to face in my entire life.  I thought that if I was an attorney myself, I 
could find some way to solve everything by myself, and not have to 
depend or wait on some other person to resolve it for me.  I felt that if I 
was able to do all these things I wished to do, everything would have 
turned out differently.  

 During the next week, God finally heard my prayer, and I 
found an attorney who decided to help me.  He immediately filed an 
appeal claiming that the trial was completely unfair. I wanted to 
believe him, but I no longer believed that there was true justice 
anywhere. 
 Finally a year later, I learned that the Kentucky Court of 
Appeals had reversed every single decision made in my case by the 
local judge!    This day I again believed that the legal system worked, 
and that justice could prevail.   
 This event is what has motivated me even more to want to 
become an attorney.  I want to be able to prevent this kind of injustice 
from happening to someone else.  I am not sure how well I can do my 
job representing my clients, but I will always do a thorough search for 
the truth, and do all that I can to see that they will be treated fairly.

Australian Woman Spontaneously Switches Blood Type

Most ordinary organ transplant patients face great challenges 
after their operations. With their new organs in place, almost all 
patients still require constant cocktails of anti-rejection medicine to 
stop their immune systems from rejecting the foreign organs. For 
Demi-Lee Brennan, however, no medication will be needed. Nine 
months after her transplant, she lost her own immune system 
altogether – and switched blood types. 

Brennan, an Australian citizen, was nine years old when she 
lost her liver to a virus. Given a short life expectancy, doctors rushed 
to find a transplant to save her. The only one available had a catch, 
however – it was of a different blood type. In usual circumstances, this 
would prevent a transplant from going forward. The prospect was a 
dangerous one even without such considerations. Liver transplants, 
which were only first performed in 1963, are usually a last resort. One 
out of every ten patients dies within the first year. Even when the 
operations are performed, they’re usually only done after detailed 
patient examinations. 

 Brennan’s precarious position necessitated a bold move, 
however, and doctors took the chance, transplanting the liver of a 
twelve-year-old boy into her body. Brennan seemed to fare well. After 
the operation, doctors treated her with the first of a lifetime’s worth of 
anti-rejection medications. The dosages worked, and for a time, she 
seemed to be progressing normally. 

Everything changed in nine months, however. Brennan began 
to develop critical anemia, and as doctors probed to find the cause of 
it, they were shocked to discover an entirely different revelation: 
Brennan had changed blood types. 

 
Brennan, who was O-negative, switched to O-positive, and 

tests would reveal that cells from the liver had actually moved to her 
bone marrow. As the cells moved into the marrow, where new blood 
cells are produced, the donor’s immune system actually began to take 
over. Oddly enough, the anemia was not the result of organ rejection; 
instead, it was the product of the few remaining cells of her original 
immune system. Realizing the problem, doctors withdrew the anti-
rejection medications and simply allowed the new immune system to 
dominate completely. 

Today, Brennan is doing fine and well. She is the only organ 
transplant patient ever to take on her donor’s immune system and 
blood type. With her body now in sync with her liver, she no longer 
needs any anti-rejection medication.  

Doctors cannot explain how Brennan managed such a 
metamorphosis and recovered. Specialists at Westmead Children’s 
Hospital, where the transplant was performed, can only offer 
suggestions. According to Dr. Michael Stormon, a hepatologist 
treating Brennan, it may be the result of a “sequence of serendipitous 
events” such as a post-operation infection that allowed the new cells to 
multiply unfettered. Dr. Stuart Dorney, former head of Westmead’s 
Liver Transplant Unit, suggested it might be the product of the youth 
of Brennan and her donor. In any case, doctors are hoping to 
eventually study the case, in the hopes that her unique outcome might 
become that of other transplant patients. 

It is a possibility Brennan welcomes. "It's my second chance at 
life,” Brennan said, describing her amazing change. “I would say to 
other transplant patients, stay strong and determined.”

Daunting Task: Building a Computer

 To many people the idea of 
building their own computer sounds 
crazy, something only skinny, acne-
ridden supergeeks would do in their 
mother's basement – bent over a table 
like the Hunchback of Notre Dame 
soldering capacitors onto a breadbox, all 

while drinking Mountain Dew, eating cold, two-day-old pizza, and 
somehow humming along with the latest Aphex Twin album.  That's not 
the way things are anymore.  Anyone who has half a brain when it 
comes to assembling things and following directions can do it. 
 There aren't many components involved in the building of a PC.  
There's the case that houses everything.  Then there's the motherboard 
that is the basis of the system, a board with labeled connectors and 
sockets to plug in all the rest of the components.  The CPU – Central 
Processing Unit, more commonly referred to as just the “processor” – is 
basically the brain of the computer, a square chip where all the number 
crunching is done.  The power supply is the unit that actually converts 
the wall outlet's AC power to usable electricity for the motherboard and 
all the components.  The RAM – Random Access Memory – is where 
application information is stored and moved around while the machine is 
operating.  Everything in RAM is erased when the computer is turned 
off.  Storing data permanently is the responsibility of the hard drive, a 
collection of magnetic platters in a small enclosure.  Then  you have 
optical drives such as DVD and CD burners.  The components to control 
video, sound, internet, and network connections are often built into the 
motherboard itself. 
 The key to properly building a system is knowing what different 
types of connectors the motherboard has and, therefore, what will work 
with it.  A motherboard labeled as a Socket 775 will work with an Intel 
Pentium 4 or Core 2 Duo processor, whereas a Socket AM2 will work 
with an AMD Athlon 64 or Athlon 64 X2 processor.  If the motherboard 
says it accepts DDR2 RAM, well, that's the kind of RAM you get.  It 
doesn't take much research to find out what works with what; everything 
is identified properly and the different connection types are typically 
made clear. 

 
 Plugging all the power cables into the right spots is usually as 
simple as reading the manual that comes with the motherboard and/or 
looking at all the labels printed on the board itself.  Most connectors and 
sockets have missing pins and notches that prevent you from plugging 
components in backwards or with the wrong cable.  If you can assemble 
a bookshelf from Big Lots, then you can probably assemble a computer. 
 The benefits of building your own computer are numerous.  Most 
OEM computer manufacturers use proprietary components that can 
make upgrades costly and painstaking.  A good example of this is a 
manufacturer that uses a non-standard layout for a case, so when the 
power supply goes bad, for example, you are forced to purchase an 
overpriced and inferior power supply from that manufacturer instead of 
having the freedom to get a good one from the likes of companies like 
Antec or Thermaltake.  Most OEM motherboards will often include 
fewer expansion slots for add-on cards than a higher quality 
motherboard.  Also, they often tend to integrate as many components as 
possible into the motherboard.  While this may sound good, such 
components are usually made cheaply, which often accounts for the low 
price of most computer systems. 
 When it comes time for your next computer system, exercise 
your freedom and learn some new things in the process.  With any luck 
at all, you'll come to better understand that mysterious box sitting under 
your desk.

CU Baseball: 
Bulldawgs Picked to Win TranSouth

As the Cumberland Baseball team starts the season, 
expectations are high.  Picked to win the TranSouth Conference, and 
ranked 8th in the preseason NAIA National poll, the 2008 CU Bulldogs 
will look to improve on their 2007 lackluster trip to Lewiston.  Last 
year the Bulldogs made their fourth consecutive trip to the NAIA 
World Series in Lewiston, Idaho but went 0-2 and were eliminated.  
Last year’s Bulldogs went 48-20-1, 19-7 in the TranSouth Conference 
to finish second behind Trevecca University.  The Bulldogs redeemed 
themselves in the Conference Tournament, beating Trevecca to 
advance to the Region XI championship which they won for the fourth 
year in a row.  It was then on to the South Central Super Regional 
Championship which the Bulldogs also claimed for the fourth year 
running. 

The target on the back of the Bulldogs has gotten even bigger 
this year with additions in many key positions.  CU welcomes fifteen 
transfers to the roster this spring.  Highlighting those transfers are 
former Friendship Christian and Walters State CC catcher Michael 
Wheeler, UT pitcher Lance McClain, University of Florida pitcher 
Eric Spivey, San Diego State infielder Brian Lucas, Tallahassee CC 
outfielder Zach Diekmann, and Sacramento State outfielder Nick Jiles  

Wheeler transfers to CU after winning the Junior-College 
National Championship at Walters State CC last year.  Wheeler, who 
was drafted by the Kansas City Royals in 2006, had committed to play 
at Kentucky but for various reasons chose to play at CU instead.  
Wheeler hit .413 with 16 home runs and 68 RBI last year at Walters 
State CC. 
 McClain spent last season as part of the Tennessee starting 
rotation.  He went 6-5 with a 4.46 ERA in 20 appearances for the Vols.   
 Spivey spent last season at Central Florida CC posting a 10-3 
record with a 3.56 ERA, and 88 strikeouts in 96 innings.  Those stats 
earned Spivey the Mid-Florida Conference Pitcher of the Year title.  
Spivey, who graduated from Belleview High School (FL) in 2003 
spent his freshman season at Florida before back surgery forced him to 
use two red-shirt seasons. 
 Lucas who played for former San Diego Padres star Tony 
Gwynn at San Diego Stat, hit .299 with 1 home run and 25 RBI in 45 
games. 

 Diekmann hit .392 with five home runs and 52 RBI for 
Tallahassee CC in 2006.  Along the way he picked up a few awards 
including; First-Team All-Panhandle Conference, NJCAA Region VIII 
Gulf District All-Region, and All-Gulf District Baseball Team 
 Jiles saw limited action at Sacramento State due to injury.  He 
appeared in only 14 games and hit only .067.  Jiles is expected to hit 
leadoff for the Bulldogs this spring, as well as patrol centerfield.  His 
speed and power make him a dangerous mix as a leadoff man.   

Key position players who are returning for the Bulldogs are; 
Clint Alexander, Austin Morgan, Jeremy Wilson, James Lilley, Jason 
Bush, and Preston Potter.  
Alexander is a DH/1B who it .370 with 11 HR and 71 RBI last year.  
Wilson still only a junior hit .350 with 4 HR and 35 RBI while playing 
the outfield.  Austin Morgan filled some big shoes last year at 
shortstop, taking over for Victor Alvarez.   

In doing so Morgan hit .308 with 2 HR and 33 RBI.  Lilley, 
Morgan's partner up the middle hit .299 with 3 HR and 30 RBI.  Bush 
hit .267 with 4 HR and 35 RBI while playing mostly right field, he is 
expected to stay in the outfield this season but may play left or right 
field.  Potter patrolled centerfield last year and hit .216 with 1 HR and 
12 RBI. 
Returning pitchers are highlighted by Robert Clayton, a senior right 
hander who went 12-3 with a 2.93 ERA and 60 strikeouts in 104 1/3 
innings.  Also expected to see a lot of starts is Anthony Fomasi.  
Fomasi a left hander was 6-1 last spring with a 2.76 ERA and 52 
strikeouts in 58 2/3 innings.  Out of the bullpen the Bulldogs return 
Matt Madigan and Aaron Tant.  Madigan was 2-2, with a 4.66 ERA, 3 
saves, and 35 strikeouts in 38 2/3 innings.  Madigan is expected to take 
over as the closer filling the spot vacated by Adam Tomlinson.  Tant, 
used mostly in middle relief was 5-1, with a 4.28 ERA and 55 
strikeouts in 61 innings. 
            Three incoming freshman are also expected to make an 
impact.  Infielder Tyler Fisher, outfielder and catcher Mario Perez, and 
outfielder Kumar Piar are all expected to make large contributions to 
this years Bulldog team. 
            Gone from last year’s team is several impact players.  Pitchers 
Adam Tomlinson, Zach Whitmer, Karl Mejlholm, and Myles 
Anderson combined for 21 of CU's 48 wins last season.  Several 
position players were lost as well.  Luis Martinez, who was drafted in 
the 12th round by the San Diego Padres, hit .370 with 13 home runs,
