In 2009, RMHC of Nashville served 517 families in their 32-bedroom Ronald McDonald House and more than 41,000 individuals visited their Family Room located within Monroe Carell Jr. Children’s Hospital at Vanderbilt.  Families are asked to pay $15 per night to stay at the House, but more than 73% of families cannot afford to pay even a portion of that fee and no families are turned away if they are unable to pay.  This generous donation will be used to directly support the families of critically ill children who utilize our House and Family Room programs.
