For each grade, students will read three books, one of 
which will be assigned. Additionally, students must choose two 
more books from the grade-level list to read over the course of 
the summer.  Although specific titles have been suggested, any 
book by a listed author on the summer reading list is acceptable 
reading.   

When you return to school in August, you will sign a 
statement identifying the three books that you have read. The 
grade-level assigned book will become the source of an 
assignment to be completed (with guidance) the first week of 
school.  For this reason, you may want to read that book last and 
take notes concerning characters, setting, plot, etc., to aid you in 
completing the assignment.
