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Board adopts higher missions
goal and operating budget

Trying to balance the many needs of
the Alliance and its mission partners
while also dealing with a current
shortfall in giving, the Allianceds board
of directors approved an increased
Mission Offering Goal and operating
budget for 2006.

The board met Sept. 15-17 in Houston,
TX.

The Mission Offfering goal will be
$120,500 and will support 25 ministries.
This yeards goal is $115,000.

Included among the recipients is the
Alliancets new international missions
partner, the Baptist Fellowship of Brazil.

The board approved a recommenda-
tion from the Missions Committee that
the Brazil Fellowship become an ofycial
parter of the Alliance, and allocated

$8,000 to the group in the 2006 offering.

The operating budget for next year
will be $392,990, an increase of $18,544
or 4.95% over the 2005 budget of
$374,446.

Carole Collins, chair of the Finance
Committee, reported that receipts are
down and fiwe dondt have much money
in the bank.0 Board members took
an offering of _ to go toward the
budget.

After the meeting when staff returned
to the ofyce, another $10,000 in checks
was waiting. These gifts came as a result
of a letter that was mailed to Alliance
members in early September.

The Alliance currently has 125
afyliated churches and about 2,000
individual members.

Alliance chaplains in Hurricane Katrina
disaster area to get ynancial help

Undesignated funds that come into
the Alliance ofyce for Hurricane Katrina
relief will be distributed among the
Alliance-endorsed chaplains who work
in the affected areas.

Some of the chaplains have been out
of work, and the money could be used to
help them personally. It can also be used

in their ministry.

Board member Ann Charles-Craft of
Richmond, VA, is chair of the Endorsing
Committee. That group will identify all
chaplains in the area and determine an
equitable distribution of the funds. More
than $3,000 has already been received in
the Alliance ofyce.

Alliance board members brought several
hundred pounds of personal care kits to
the board meeting in Houston to be given
to evacuees of Hurricane Katrina now
living temporarily in the area.
