 In 1996, Becca founded Magdalene to serve women with a criminal history of drug
abuse and prostitution. To date Magdalene has raised close to seven million dollars
and Becca has received numerous awards including the Academy of Women in
Achievement and Nashvillian of the Year. Becca has written three books:  Finding
Balance, a women’s Bible Study; Sanctuary, named  one of Christianity Today’s Top
5 Inspirational books of 2005, and her latest, Hither & Yon: A Travel Guide for the
Spiritual Journey.
